10 Biggest SEO Mistakes in the Age of AI

Introduction

Search engine optimisation (SEO) remains a core driver of online visibility, but the rise of artificial intelligence (AI) has changed how we create and optimise content. 1. Over‑Automating Content with AI

2. Ignoring Search Intent and User Needs

A common mistake is to chase high‑volume keywords while ignoring why people search for them. Linkody explains that search intent falls into categories like informational, navigational, commercial and transactional【751914801856459†L42-L56】. Optimising for intent means understanding whether users seek answers, comparisons or direct purchases. When content fails to match the intent behind a query, it struggles to rank and convert. 
How to avoid it: Before drafting, analyse the search results page (SERP) for your target term. Note the content format (articles, videos, product pages) and the questions users ask. Use AI to summarise SERPs, but verify manually. Map each page on your site to a clear intent and avoid multiple pages targeting the same intent, which can lead to cannibalisation. Provide comprehensive answers, include FAQs, and update the content as user needs evolve. 

3. Neglecting EEAT and Real Experience

Google’s guidelines favour content that demonstrates experience, expertise, authority and trust (EEAT). AI models lack lived experience and cannot provide genuine product reviews or case studies. Relying on AI to write about your industry without human insight weakens trust signals. Linkody notes that overlooking the “experience” component of EEAT is a major mistake【751914801856459†L149-L218】. 
How to avoid it: Include first‑hand experiences, original data, interviews and expert opinions. When using AI to draft, weave in quotes from your team, test results, or personal anecdotes. Add author bios that showcase qualifications. Cite credible sources and statistics to support claims. Use schema markup to highlight author information and update content regularly to reflect new discoveries. 

4. Poor Site Speed and Core Web Vitals

Slow loading pages drive users away. Research shows that when page load time increases from one second to three seconds, the probability of a bounce rises by about 32 percent【594866026999212†L255-L258】. In 2023 only 61.4 percent of sites met the good LCP threshold on mobile【594866026999212†L281-L284】. Speed is especially important as AI‑powered search experiences like Google’s Search Generative Experience reduce patience for slow pages. 
How to avoid it: Compress images, minify scripts, enable caching and use a content delivery network (CDN). Monitor Core Web Vitals (Largest Contentful Paint, Interaction to Next Paint, Cumulative Layout Shift) using PageSpeed Insights【185120580551627†L90-L123】. Prioritise mobile optimisation since more than half of web traffic comes from mobile devices【122291174789091†L100-L113】. Evaluate performance after adding AI chat widgets or dynamic features, which can slow pages. 

5. Duplicate Content and Keyword Cannibalisation

Publishing similar articles targeting the same terms confuses search engines. Semrush warns that duplicate content, whether from copying other sites or repeating your own pages, dilutes authority and can lead to lower rankings【199330128505681†L61-L113】. Keyword cannibalisation occurs when several pages compete for the same search term, reducing each page’s visibility.

Create clear content outlines to avoid repeating topics across multiple articles. Build topic clusters that link related pages and differentiate their focus. 

6. Weak Internal and External Link Strategies

Links remain a powerful ranking signal. Poor internal linking leaves orphaned pages hidden from crawlers, while buying links or relying on spammy networks can trigger penalties. Search Atlas highlights mistakes like acquiring low‑quality backlinks, using the wrong anchor text, and neglecting internal links【89786969681274†L169-L213】. Conversely, lacking any outreach limits your content’s reach. 
How to avoid it: Map internal links based on topic clusters and anchor text that clearly describes the destination. Use descriptive anchors instead of generic words like “click here.” Audit your backlink profile to identify toxic links and disavow them. Build relationships with partners, journalists and communities to earn editorial links. Avoid automated link buying services. Leverage AI to identify potential outreach targets, but craft personal messages yourself. 

7. Technical and Structural Oversights

Technical SEO lays the foundation for good rankings. Missing robots.txt rules, messy sitemaps, broken links and absent schema markup hinder crawlability. Pages may not be indexed or may return errors. Semrush notes that issues like slow servers, oversized images, and lack of alt text harm user experience【199330128505681†L179-L241】【199330128505681†L286-L334】. Search Atlas also lists misconfigured URLs, missing HTTPS, and long load times as common problems【89786969681274†L537-L603】. 
How to avoid it: Conduct regular technical audits using tools like Google Search Console, Screaming Frog or Semrush. Generate and submit XML sitemaps. Implement structured data (schema.org) to help AI and search engines understand your content and prepare for AI overviews. Use descriptive, keyword‑rich URLs that are short and consistent. Add alt text to images and compress them. Ensure your site is secure (HTTPS) and mobile‑responsive. Test your robots.txt file to confirm that you aren’t blocking important pages. 

8. Overlooking Local SEO

For businesses with physical locations or local audiences, ignoring local SEO is a missed opportunity. According to Blurbpoint’s research, about 46 percent of Google searches have local intent【402076571250041†L188-L193】. Yet many businesses fail to claim or optimise their Google Business Profile, maintain consistent name‑address‑phone (NAP) citations, or create location‑specific content. This weakens visibility in local packs and map results. 
How to avoid it: Claim and verify your Google Business Profile. Ensure your NAP information is consistent across your website, directories and social profiles. Encourage customers to leave reviews and respond promptly. Create unique pages for each location with local keywords and helpful information. Add schema markup for local business, and embed a Google Map. Monitor local rankings and adjust strategies based on seasonal demand. 

9. Not Measuring What Matters

SEO should drive business outcomes, not just traffic. Some teams fixate on ranking for high‑volume keywords while ignoring conversions, leads or sales. Linkody warns against focusing only on organic traffic metrics【751914801856459†L224-L260】. Without tracking, it’s hard to know whether your AI‑generated content or technical adjustments are working. 
How to avoid it: Set clear goals such as sign‑ups, purchases or time on page. Use analytics tools (Google Analytics 4, Search Console) to measure performance.
